His musical career spanned 15 vears and took him
all over the nation performing at such diverse venues as the Standard Hotel, The Getty Center, and the Coachella Music Festival.
His two mix tape releases have become underground classics and his live sets have become legendary. He confributed much
more than performances to the community. He organized the very first west coast hip hop conference at UCLA and taught éThe DJ
as the Modern Musiciané through UCLA extension. His greatest pride was hosting at the world famous Root Down. He provided a
wonderful platform for such acts like the Black Eyed Peas and Jurassic 5 to hone their skills while Hollywood A Lister's crowded
onto the small, cramped dance floor to dance the night away. His musical career allowed him the platform to accomplish his
other true love, community activism. His participation in numerous profests, civic discussions, and community events earned him
respect far beyond the nightclubs. He parlayed his two loves into one mission of lifting and helping those without a voice. He
inspired many young children at the Mar Vista Family Center over the 10 years he worked there. Many are now in colleges
around the Nation succeeding at life. His last act on this earth was to push his girlfriend out of the way of a speeding drunk driver
as he walked her to her car. As a testament to his character and love for his community, over Q00 people attended his emotional
funeral on a hilllop overlooking the LA skyline at sunset.

About Mar Vista Family Center: Mar Vista Family Center is a nationally recognized program that creates positive changes
through dozens of community programs, including By Youth For Youth (BYFY), which promotes individual and social responsibility
among youth.  The BYFY program provides positive role models and important leadership development tools for over 100
underprivileged youths, ranging in age from 13 to 24. These youths, in tun, supervise enriching activities for 600 children and
prefeens who attend programs at MVFC yearround.

Festival History: The event started as a way for friends, family, and the community he serviced to mourn his loss and has now
become a fundraising event not to be missed.
